• What’s something you believed as a kid that turned out not to be true? How did you find out? 

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS:
1. �The message described how immaturity, immorality, and idolatry contribute to “truth decay.” 

Where do you see these showing up in today’s culture?  
2. �Have someone read John 8:32 (“The truth will set you free”).  

What do you think it means to be “set free” by truth? 
3. �Have someone read Proverbs 29:18, which says that a lack of God’s guidance leads to disorder.  

Do you think society today reflects that? In what ways? 
4. �The message says we can know truth by observing creation (Romans 1:20).  

When have you experienced awe in nature that pointed you toward God? 
5. �Think about the example of helping someone in need. Why do most people instinctively know  

what the “right” choice is? 
6. �Have someone read Proverbs 14:15, which says wise people think carefully. How do you p 

ersonally evaluate whether something is true or not? 
7. �The “map” analogy suggests truth is consistent and reliable. Have you ever followed God’s Word 

and seen it lead you in the right direction? Share an example. 
8. �Jesus said, “I am the truth.” How is that different from truth being just a concept or rule? 
9. �What does it look like to “stand for truth” in a culture that may disagree?
